· You will be assigned to ride with a member of the Middlesex Sheriff’s Office by the Sheriff or his Designee.
· You Shall Not Carry any WEAPON any kind while participating in the Sheriff’s Citizen Ride Along.
· The deputy with whom you are riding with will be happy to discuss duties and responsibilities with you insofar as time permits. If, however, some emergency should arise, you must immediately and without question comply with any order or directions given to you by the deputy, as it is for your own safety. 
· You are not to leave the patrol vehicle at the scene of any law enforcement activity without first obtaining permission from the deputy.
· The duration of the ride is at the discretion of the deputy.
· You may not use cameras, video-recorders/cell phone recordings, or audio recording devices, while riding due to possible conflicts with evidence collection.
· You must present a neat and clean appearance and wear appropriate business attire. Casual clothing such as jeans, shorts, t-shirts, or sneakers is not acceptable. 
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
