e  Encroachments into the buffer area shall be the minimum necessary to achieve a reasonable buildable area for a principal structure
and necessary utilities;

e  Where practicable, a vegetative area that will maximize water quality protection, mitigate the effects of the buffer encroachment,
and is equal to the area of encroachment into the buffer area shall be established elsewhere on the lot or parcel; and

e  The encroachment may not extend into the seaward 50 feet of the buffer area.

As outlined in Article 4, Section A-9-B of the Ordinance, the Planning Department staff shall not approve the CBPA
Permitted Encroachment on lots recorded between October 1, 1989 and March 1, 2002 unless the following criteria have
been satisfied:

e  Encroachments into the buffer area shall be the minimum necessary to achieve a reasonable buildable area for a principal structure
and necessary utilities;

e  Where practicable, a vegetative area that will maximize water quality protection, mitigate the effects of the buffer encroachment,
and is equal to the area of encroachment into the buffer area shall be established elsewhere on the lot or parcel; and

e  The encroachment may not extend into the seaward 50 feet of the buffer area.

e  Conditions or mitigation measures imposed through a previously approved CBPA Exception or variance shall be met;

e |f the use of a best management practice (BMP) was previously required, the BMP shall be evaluated to determine if it continues
to function effectively and, if necessary, the BMP shall be reestablished or repaired and maintained as required; and

e The lot or parcel was created as a result of a legal process conducted in conformity with Middlesex County’s subdivision
regulations.
