e The exception request is the minimum necessary to afford relief;

e The exception request will be in harmony with the purpose and intent of the Overlay District, not injurious to the
neighborhood or otherwise detrimental to the public welfare, and is not of substantial detriment to water quality; and

e Reasonable and appropriate conditions are imposed which will prevent the exception request from causing a
degradation of water quality as warranted, that will prevent the waiver from causing a degradation of water quality.
